To make matters worse, many face personal problems,
including proving an external marriage (since many marriages took place during ISIS control of
the region) or proving a divorce, establishing lineage and inheritance, and claims regarding
alimony, custody births, death, issuing IDs or citizenship papers. Many of these cases were
successfully completed through this project. As for real estate disputes, a number of
beneficiaries' issues were resolved, including renewing agricultural contracts and proving
ownership to regain land, which often required the help of State departments.

In
addition, 291 cases were referred to other organizations specializing in the medical field, 1,016
information brochures on property rights and personal status were distributed, 82 beneficiaries
received legal advice, and 80 workshops were held to educate citizens about their rights,
particularly women's rights.

In Tel Abta, most properties are of an agricultural nature, with no supporting documents and
personal status lawsuits are complicated as the area is ruled by the tribal system, making it
difficult for women to go to the relevant departments in order to follow their case.

- The program strives to provide continuous support for IDPs and refugees by accurately meeting their
needs in a timely manner. MH has always worked in emergency response with IDPs and refugees
through numerous programs, especially Core Relief Items distribution, one of the most important
projects funded by UNHCR.

- Mercy Hands, in partnership with UNHCR, distributes CRI and tents for IDPs in camps and residential
compounds. The 12 core items are either distributed annually or in an emergency situation, such as a
fire in the tent or flooding or destruction. A winter kit is also distributed to each family. Also every
family new in the camp is provided with a kit. Nearly 17,140 kits have been distributed so far, and
around 2,897 tents were replaced.

These figures do not include the CRI MH has distributed in other governorates of Iraq since it took
over this program at the beginning of last year. MH is also responsible for managing UNHCR
warehouses in Anbar and Salah al-Din, where our teams receive and unload relief items sent by
UNHCR from its main warehouses in Baghdad. MH has many years of experience managing
warehouses.

As for monitoring in the field, MH has teams working in Baghdad, Diyala, Salah al-Din and Anbar. Its
main aim is to assess and monitor the living conditions of IDPs inside the camps and residential
compounds and send daily reports to UNHCR, MH’s official partner.

The main goal of the logistics cluster was to maintain the connections between partners in the
humanitarian field and the related government actors by providing a platform to exchange information
and communication means. The platform of information exchange consisted of coordination meetings
to resolve the potential logistical constrains, and information management.

Public health workshops and a job
fair to connect participants to the local companies were delivered, as well as a daycare center for the
participant's children.

The main objective of the project was to provide direct support to women by merging them into the
local economy, and to help prevent and control infectious diseases in cooperation with the medical

establishments in the city.

The executed activities in Caramlees canal that employed the labor of 103 worker from the
neighboring villages, with $20/day pay. This included cleaning the Canal (7km) and distributing
safety kits.

Registering the farmers in Tel Kaif and Hamdaniya who had been affected by ISIS. Their names
were obtained in coordination with the agriculture departments in order to compensate some
of them with livestock (150 beneficiaries, 10 animals each), greenhouses (12 new, 1
rehabilitated) and the rehabilitation of fruit and olive farms (for 6 beneficiaries).

Organization of financial training on farming business management for farmers, including
marketing profit calculation, and sales and income logs. Meals were provided throughout the
training and tools were distributed to help out in their business.
